distribution areas; Presidio, TX — Pastors of Churches in
Texas and Mexico and a physician doing Mission work;
Faben, TX — Crossing the Border Ministries and Bridge
Builder Church (where most of the Hunger Plus
supplies are donated); El Paso, TX - Hands of Luke,
soup kitchens, Proven Love, rescue missions, Victory in
Jesus, rehabs and orphanages; Anthoney, NM — Helping
Hands Ministries; Las Cruses, NM — churches and street
ministries; Albuquerque, NM — Street ministries; Belen, NM — Boys Ranch; Clovis, NM — Lighthouse Mission; and
Amarillo, TX — Faith City Mission and other ministries as needs arise.
