The GAO Releases Report on Global Food Security.

A GAO (government accounting office) released a Report on March 11 entitled, "Global Food Security: Progress toward a
U.S. Government-wide Strategy Is Under Way, but Approach Has Several Vulnerabilities".

The report concludes that in the face of growing malnutrition worldwide, the international community has established ambi-
tious goals toward halving global hunger, including significant financial commitments to increase aid for agriculture and
food security. Given the size of the problem and how difficult historically been to address it, this effort will require a long-
term, sustained commitment on the part of the international donor community, including the United States. As part of this
initiative, and consistent with a prior GAO recommendation, the United States has committed to harnessing the efforts of all
relevant U.S. agencies in a coordinated an integrated government-wide approach. The Obama Administration has
made important progress toward realizing this commitment, including provide high-level support across multiple
government agencies. However, the Administration’s efforts to develop an integrated U.S. government-wide strategy for
global food security have two key vulnerabilities: (1) the lack of readily available comprehensive data across agencies and
(2) the risks associated with the host country-led approach. Given the complexity and long-standing nature of these con-
cerns, there should be no expectation of quick and easy solutions. Only long-term, sustained efforts by countries, institu-
tions, and all relevant entities to mitigate these concerns will greatly enhance the prospects of fulfilling the international com-
mitment to halve global hunger.

The Agriculture, Rural Development, FDA, and Related Agencies Subcommittee (Chairman DelLauro, D-Conn.) of House
Appropriations Committee held at hearing this afternoon on global food security. Tom Melito, Director of GAQ'’s International
Affairs and Trade Issues, testified at the hearing and discussed the report’s findings.

We would add that funding projects and activities intended to alleviate Hunger and Malnutrition by the private sector and
voluntary organizations, such as the Rotary International Family, currently exceeds that of the United States Government.
